Moses' last words - The
song of Moses (Ch. 32)
and his final blessing of
the people (Ch. 33) are
subline passages.

Interesting Facts

The book gets its name,
which means “The
Second Law,” from a
mistranslation in  the
Septuagint of chapter
17:18, “And he shall write
for himself this repetition
of the law." In later
versions it is correctly
translated, “And he shall
write him a copy of this
law.” It is truly a
restatement of the law
with a strong appeal for
the Israelites to keep the
law and to teach it to
their children.
